College and Career of the Week: This week’s college is the University of Massachusetts at
Dartmouth and the career of the week is Information Security Analyst. The University of Massachusetts
at Dartmouth is located in Dartmouth, Massachusetts (just west of New Bedford), and is approximately
140 miles from the BOW area. Founded in 1895, UMass/Dartmouth offers its students over 90 academic
programs. Its many STEM related programs have earned the designation of a ranked, “tier 1 national
research university” (US News & World Report, 2018), while also offering vibrant arts majors such as
jewelry making, animation and textile design. Annual costs for out-of-state students are approximately
$44,000 per academic year (tuition, fees, room and board). “Information security analysts plan and carry
out security measures to protect an organization’s computer networks and systems” (Bureau of Labor
Statistics, 2018). Also known as cyber security specialists, most ISAs have at least a bachelors’ degree to
begin working in the field. The median salary is $98,350 and job growth is expected to be much faster
than average at 32% through 2028 (BLS, 2018). For more information, please visit the following
professional websites: the SANS Institute or Information Security Systems Association International.
